MAN, THE CROWN OF GOD’S CREATION
Genesis 1:26-2:3 
Key Verse: 1:31a 
"God saw all that he had made, and it was very good." 

1. After God had created the world, what was on his mind? (26) What was God’s purpose of creating man? For that purpose, how did God decide to make man?  How was man’s creation different from all other creations?

2. God is a spiritual being with no physical body. What does it mean that we were created in God’s image? (27)  Think about God’s attributes within us in the spiritual and intellectual aspects.
3. How did God bless man and woman according to his purpose? (28) How did God plan to replenish the world?  What does it mean to “rule over” the creation of God? (2:15) How can we take care of God’s creation as a good steward?
4. How did God provide the needs of man who serves his purpose? (29) How did God feed the animals and the birds?  How does this show about God’s tender care for us? (see Matthew6:25-34)  Do you want to know what happened to our initial vegetarian food? (Gen9:3, 1Tim4:3)
5. What was God’s final comment after completing his creation? (31) Do you know that you were created “very good” in God’s sight? (of course, before Adam sinned!) What did God do to restore us to the original state? (John3:16)  How did God bless the 7th day and made it holy? (Ex20:8-11)  How can we participate in God’s rest? (Matthew11:28)
