MAN IN THE GARDEN OF EDEN (PARADISE)
Genesis 2:4-25 
Key Verse: 2:8  "Now the Lord God had planted a garden in the east, in Eden; and there he put the man he had formed." 
1. Man was created as the crown of God’s creation. In this chapter, God shows more in detail about the man’s creation. How did God create man? (7) Man’s physical body was from the dust, yet what makes man a living being? (see also 1:26)  Think about how God created us so wonderfully. (Psalm139:13-16)
2. Describe the garden of Eden – trees, rivers and resources (8-14). As God created man with dual nature, how did God provide for man’s physical and spiritual needs?  What do the four rivers represent that flow from Eden winding through the land? (see Rev22:1)
3. What did God ask man to do in the garden? (15)  What instructions did God give to the man? (16-17)  What might be God’s intention that he planted the two trees in the middle, considering from their names? When God created the world, everything was very good. What would bring man the knowledge that there is “evil” that causes him to death? 
4. Why did God say that it was not good for man to be alone? (see 1:28)  How did God make a suitable helper for man who was carrying out his mission? (19-22)  In what sense does a woman made out of the man’s ribs can be a suitable helper (or vice versa)? 
5. How did Adam welcome her when God brought the woman to him? (23) How did God preside the 1st wedding between Adam and Eve? (24)  How could they be united to each other and become one flesh?  Think about the love of God who provided a beautiful garden and loving family for us.
