Exodus 3-4

Key vs. 3:10 “So now, go. I am sending you to Pharaoh to bring my people the Israelites out of Egypt.”

1. Read vs. 3:1-6.  On the day God called Moses, what was Moses doing? (1) How did the angel of the Lord appear to Moses and call him? (2-4) What does it show abut God?  What did God tell Moses to do before introducing himself to him? (5) What does it say about the attitude we should have before God? (6)  

2. Read vs. 7-10. How did God know about the misery of his people in Egypt? (7) Find out the action verbs. What did God decide to do for them? (8) Where would God lead them?  What was the purpose that God called Moses for? (10)

3. Read vs. 11-22. What was Moses’ first response to God’s call? (11) How did God assure Moses? (12) What was Moses’ 2nd question and how did God explain about his identity? (13,14-15) Think about his names respectively. How did God tell Moses to start his mission? (16,18) What would be the Pharaoh’s reaction and how would God handle the matter? (19,20-22)

4. Read vs. 4:1-17. What did Moses worry about? (1) How did God help him overcome the fear of the Pharaoh and the unbelieving people? (3-5,6-7, 9)  How did Moses excuse himself and how did God help him? (10-12) How did Moses show his disobedience and how did God patiently help him? (13-16)     

5. Read vs. 18-31. How did Moses finally set out to do his mission? (18-20) How did God strengthen him before the difficult mission? (21-23) Why was God about to kill him and how did Zipporah help him with quick sense? (24-26) How did God prepare Aaron for him?
