Let My People Go

Exodus 5-6

Key vs. 5:1 “Afterward Moses and Aaron went to Pharaoh and said, "This is what the LORD , the God of Israel, says: 'Let my people go, so that they may hold a festival to me in the desert.' " 


1. Read vs. 5:1-5. How do Moses and Aaron present the case of God to the Pharaoh? (1)  What’s the first response of the Pharaoh? (2)  How does he show his rebellious arrogance to the Lord?  What’s the reason behind that the Pharaoh refuses to let Israelites go? (4) 

2. Read vs. 6-18. How does the Pharaoh make the lives of Israelites miserable? (7-8) Why does he work them ruthlessly? (9)  How are the Israelite foremen treated when the people cannot meet their daily quota of bricks? (14)  How do they appeal the matter to the Pharaoh and what is his response? (15-18) 

3. Read vs. 19-23. How do the Israelite foremen accuse Moses and Aaron? (20) Why do they accuse Moses and Aaron though they worked for their freedom? How does Moses complain to the Lord? (22-23)  What do you think Moses expected from the Lord? (see 3:19)

4. Read vs. 6:1-5. How does God assure Moses of their release? (1)  How did God appear to Abraham, Isaac and Jacob, and establish his covenant with them? (3)  Think about the events in their lives that display God Almighty?  Now how is God about to make himself known to them? (3)  What character of God does the name Lord (Yahweh) show?

5. Read vs. 6-30. How will the Lord bring them out of Egypt and why? (6,8) What is the ultimate God’s purpose for their release? (7)  How do the Israelites respond to God’s promises? (9)  What does God instruct Moses to do and his response? (12)  How is God’s prophecy (Gen 15:16) fulfilled? (18,20)
