How Long Will You Refuse To Humble Yourself

Exodus 9-10

Key vs. 10:3  “So Moses and Aaron went to Pharaoh and said to him, "This is what the LORD, the God of the Hebrews, says: 'How long will you refuse to humble yourself before me? Let my people go, so that they may worship me.”

1. Red vs. 9:1-11. What is the 5th plague God brings upon Pharaoh? (2) How does God make a distinction between the livestock of Israel and that of Egypt? (4,6) How does this plague on livestock differ from the previous plagues? (6) How does God immediately strike back on the unyielding Pharaoh and his magicians? (8-11)

2. Read vs. 13-26.  How will God display his power this time against Pharaoh? (14-18) What are the reasons that God raised up Pharaoh and allowed him to get away each time? (16) How does God show his mercy to those who fear him, while punishing those who ignore his word? (19,20-21) What are the results of this plague? (25,26)  

3. Read vs. 27-35. How does Pharaoh respond to the plague of hail? (27,28) How is the response of Pharaoh different from those of the previous plagues? (See 8:8,25)  When he was released from the devastating hail, how does Pharaoh show the stubbornness of sin again? (34,35) 

4. Read vs. 10:1-20. What is the ultimate purpose that God allows Pharaoh to harden his heart repeatedly? (1,2) What does God expect Pharaoh to do? (3) Before the threat of the plague of locusts, how do Pharaoh and his officials break down? (7,8) Why does Pharaoh stubbornly refuse to send women and children? (10,11) Then why does he confess his sin against the Lord and Moses? (16)

5. Read vs. 21-29. How does God immediately strike back on willful Pharaoh? (21) How terrible is the plague of darkness? (22,23) What does it show the evil forces of sin? How does Pharaoh show the stubbornness of sin and invite the final plague of death upon his own son? (24,28) What should be the attitude of men before God?
