I Will Pass Over You

Exodus 11-12

Key vs. 12:13  “The blood will be a sign for you on the houses where you are; and when I see the blood, I will pass over you. No destructive plague will touch you when I strike Egypt.” 

1. Read vs. 11:1-10. What is the last plague that will force the Pharaoh to let Israelites go? (1,5) How extensive the plague will be? (6,7) Why will God make a distinction between Egypt and Israel?  How does the Pharaoh’s refusal multiply God’s wonders? (9,10)

2. Read vs. 12:1-11.  How does God tell the people to prepare themselves before the last plague? (3,4) What animals should they choose and when must they slaughter them? (5,6) What should they do with the blood of the animals they slaughter? (7) How should they cook the animals and eat them? (8,9,11)  

3. Read vs. 12-13. What will God do after Israelites have eaten the Passover meals? (12) What will be a sign to distinguish between the houses of Israelites and the Egyptians? (13) Jesus is called “the Passover Lamb” (John 1:29). How did Jesus fulfill these Passover requirements that bring salvation to the sinners? (Heb 9:14, Lk23:44,  Is 53:4, Jn19:36, Ex12:46c) 

4. Read vs. 14-28. How does God instruct the Israelites to celebrate the deliverance? (14,17) What does it signify to eat the bread without yeast? (15,19, see 1Cor 5:8) Why should Israelites teach their children about the Passover? (27) Why does the Passover mark the new beginning of Israel’s history? (see 2) 

5. Read vs. 29-51. How does the Pharaoh respond when the Lord struck down all the firstborns of Egypt? (31,32) How does God compensate the Israelites’ labor and prepare for their new journey of life? (33,36) How did God multiply the Israelites over 430 years? (See 1:5, Gen 46:3,4)
