You Will See The Deliverance Of The Lord

Exodus 13-14

Key vs. 14:13,14  “Moses answered the people, "Do not be afraid. Stand firm and you will see the deliverance the LORD will bring you today. The Egyptians you see today you will never see again. The LORD will fight for you; you need only to be still." 

1. Read vs. 13:1-16.  How does God command Israelites to commemorate the Exodus? (2,3) Why should they consecrate the firstborn male? (2,12) What does it signify that they must not eat the leavened bread? (6) What is the reason that God commands them to celebrate the Exodus year after year? (8-10, 14-16)

2. Read vs. 17-22. Why does God lead the Israelites toward the Red Sea rather than through the short cut? (17,18) How did Joseph show his faith and hope of the Exodus? (19) How does God lead his people by day or by night? (20,21) Think about God’s presence with his people.

3. Read vs. 14:1-9.  Why does God lead his people to turn back and encamp by the sea, hemmed in by the desert? (2,3) How would the Pharaoh think of Moses’ strategy?  What is God’s purpose? (4) How does the Pharaoh pursue the Israelites? (5-8)    

4. Read vs. 10-18.  How do the people react when they see the Egyptians chasing after them? (10) How do they regret of their new life and complain to Moses? (11,12) How does Moses encourage them? (13) How can they be assured of the Lord’s deliverance? (14) What does God command Moses and his people to do by faith? (15) How does God fight for his people? (19,20) 

5.  Read vs. 19-31.  When Moses obeys God’s command, how does God work out his promises? (21) How could the Israelites go through the Red Sea as on dry land? (22, see Heb 11:29)  How does God frustrate the Egyptian army and drown them all? (24-25,27-28) How does God plant faith in them? (31)
