In This Way I Will Test Them

Exodus 15-16

Key vs. 16:4  “Then the LORD said to Moses, ‘I will rain down bread from heaven for you. The people are to go out each day and gather enough for that day. In this way I will test them and see whether they will follow my instructions.’”

1. Read vs. 15:1-21. After the great deliverance, how do Moses and Israelites express their faith in God? (2)  How do they describe God’s majestic power? (4-10,11)  How would the nations respond to his mighty deliverance? (14-16) How do they confess their faith and hope in the unfailing love of God? (13,17,18)  How do the women express their joy of deliverance? (20,21)

2. Read vs. 22-27. When do they start grumbling against Moses and why? (23,24)  How does Moses solve this problem? (25)  What changes the bitter water to the sweet one? (25b)  What does God teach the Israelites and promise abundant blessing? (26,27)     

3. Read vs. 16:1-12. A month after the deliverance, why do the whole community grumble against Moses? (2,3)  How do they fantasize their slavery life? (3) How does God promise to provide them with food each day? (4,5)  What will God test them? (4)  How does this incident expose their sin of unbelief? (6-7,8)

4. Read vs. 13-30. How does God provide them with food? (13,14)  How does God instruct them to gather manna each morning? (16,18,19)  How does God provide them on the sixth day for the Sabbath? (22,23)  What happened to those who disobeyed God’s instruction? (20,24,27,28)  What does God want to teach them through this? (Deut 8:3)  

5. Read vs. 31-36. Why does God tell Moses to keep manna for generations to come? (32) How long does God provide them with manna? (35) What does manna signify? (Jn 6:35)  What can we learn about God who provides daily bread?
