He Shall Go Free

Exodus 21-22

Key vs. 21:2 “If you buy a Hebrew servant, he is to serve you for six years. But in the seventh year, he shall go free, without paying anything.”
1. Read vs. 21:1-11.  After giving the Israelites the Ten Commandments, what law does God give them? (2,3)  How should the owner of the servant set him free? (Dt 15:12-15)  How does this law express the desire of God for all men?  How can we be truly free? (Jn 8:31,32)  What is the basis of  permanent servantship? (5,6, see Ro 1:1)  How does God protect a maidservant and allow her freedom? (8,9,10,11) 

2. Read vs. 12-27. How does God protect the one who kills a man unintentionally? (13, Nu 35:11)  How does God promote to honor the parents? (15-17) How does God protect even the offender while making him pay for the injured fairly? (18,19, 20-24)  How does God want the servants to be compensated? (26,27) 

3. Red vs. 28-36.  How does God consider the owner’s faults in dealing with the bull that gores the people (28-30)  How does God deal with the owner of the pit or the bull that causes the death of other animals? (33-36)  What do these laws show God’s characters?

4. Read vs. 22:1-15.  How does God demand a thief to make restitution for the stolen animals? (1,4)  How does God balance his judgment against the thief who was killed? (2,3) How des God demand restitutions to be made when the stray animal or fire causes the damage to the property? (6,7)  How does God deal with the difficult cases of stolen property? (7-15)

5. Read vs. 16-31. How does God protect the raped virgin? (16,17, see Dt 22:28,29)  How does God protect the weak and the unfortunates? (21,22-24)  How does God show his compassionate heart toward the poor and even toward the animals? (25-27)  Think about the heart of God in dealing with the minute details of the human life.
