This Is The Blood Of The Covenant

Exodus 23-24

Key vs. 24:8 “Moses then took the blood, sprinkled it on the people and said, "This is the blood of the covenant that the LORD has made with you in accordance with all these words." 

1. Read vs. 23:1-13.  How does God teach the Israelites to uphold justice? (1-3)  While upholding justice seems cold-hearted, yet how does God encourage the life of mercy? (4,5)  How should the judge exercise judgment? (6-9)  Who is the ultimate judge?  

2. Read vs. 13-19. Why does God give the Sabbath law? (10-13, see Mk 2:27)  How does this Sabbath law show God’s care for men?  What are the three festivals the Israelites are told to celebrate? (15, 16)  What is the significance of each festival? How should they celebrate these festivals to the Lord? (15,16,19)

3. Read vs. 20-33. How does God assure the Israelites of their safe journey to the promised land? (20,23)  How should they follow him? (21,25)  How does God promise to bless them? (22,25-28)  What is the reason God would drive their enemies little by little? (30)  How should they live with the promise of God?

4. Read vs. 24:1-11.  Why does God invite the leaders to him? (1,2)  How do the Israelites respond to the Lord’s words of promise and instruction? (3,4)  How do they confirm the covenant with God? (5-8)  What is the significance of the blood of the covenant? (See Mk14:24)  How does God allow  the leaders to enjoy the fellowship with him? (9-11)

5. Read vs. 12-18.  Why does God invite Moses to come to him? (12)  What are the contents of the tablets? (see chp. 25-31)  How is the presence of the Lord represented when Moses went up on to the mountain? (15,16,17)  How long does Moses stay with God?
