Make A Sanctuary, And I Will Dwell Among Them

Exodus 25-26

Key vs. 25:8 "Then have them make a sanctuary for me, and I will dwell among them.”

1. Read vs. 1-9. Why does God tell the Israelites to make a sanctuary? (8)  What does it say about God who wants to dwell among his people? ( Jn 1:14. Rev 21:3)  What offerings are acceptable to God? (2, 2Cor 8:12)  

2. Read vs. 10-22.  Describe the chest of the Ark. (10-16) – its measure, materials, rings and poles. What will be placed in the Ark? (16, Heb 9:4) Describe the atonement cover and the cherubim. (11-22)  Why does God want to meet his people on the atonement cover? (22,  Lev 16:2,3; Heb 9:12)  

3. Read vs. 23-40. Describe the table. (23-29) – its measure, rings, poles and others. What does the bread of the Presence signify? (30, Jn 6:35) Describe the lampstand. (31-40) – its cups, buds and blossoms. What do the lamps and the lampstand signify? (37, Jn 8:12, Rev 1:20) 

4. Read vs. 26:1-30. Describe the tabernacle with ten curtains of linen (1-6) and eleven curtains of goat-hair (7-14) – its materials, size and other accessories.  Describe the frames (15-25) and the crossbars (26-30).

5. Read vs. 31-37.  What curtain will be made to separate the Holy Place from the Most Holy Place? (31-33)  Where is the atonement cover on the Ark placed? (34)  How about the table of the Presence and the lampstand?  How does God teach us about the Christ through the tabernacle and its furnishings.
