Aaron Will Bear The Names Of The Sons Of Israel

Exodus 27-28

Key vs. 28:29 “Whenever Aaron enters the Holy Place, he will bear the names of the sons of Israel over his heart on the breastpiece of decision as a continuing memorial before the LORD.”

1. Read vs. 27:1-8. Describe the altar of burnt offering – its dimension, utensils, network and poles etc.  Where is the altar of burnt offering placed? (Ex. 40:29) What is the altar of burnt offering used for? (Lev 16:18)  How did Christ make atonement for sin? (Heb 10:14) 

2. Read vs. 9-19.  Describe the courtyard of the tabernacle – its length, posts and hooks of the four sides. What is the dimension of the courtyard? (18)  How did Christ break the dividing wall between the Jews and the Gentiles? (Eph 2:14)

3. Read vs. 20-21. How does God command the Israelites to keep the lamps burning? (21)  What do the oil and the lamps represent?

4. Read vs. 28:1-14. Whom does God  choose to serve him as priests? (1)  What kinds of sacred garments are made for them, and why? (2,4)  What role is given to the believers? (1Pet 2:9)  Describe the ephod – its shoulder pieces, waistband, onyx stones and filigree settings. (6,7,11-12)  What does it signify that Aaron is to bear the names of the sons of Israel on his shoulders?(9,12)

5. Read vs. 15-43.  Describe the breastpiece of decision –its shape, the precious stones, chains and rings.  What is written on the precious stones? (21)  What does it signify that Aaron will always bear the names of the sons of Israel over his heart? (29,30)  How do the other garments dignify the priests? – robes, bells, turban, plate, tunics and sash. (31-43)
