I Will Consecrate And Dwell Among Them

Exodus 29-30

Key vs. 29:44-45 "So I will consecrate the Tent of Meeting and the altar and will consecrate Aaron and his sons to serve me as priests.  Then I will dwell among the Israelites and be their God.

1. Read vs. 29:1-14.  What does God tell Moses to bring to consecrate Aaron and his sons to serve him as priests? (1-3)  How does God dress Aaron and his sons? (4-9)  How does God tell them to slaughter the bull and sprinkle the blood? (10-14) What does it signify that Aaron and his sons lay their hands of the bull’s head? (10, see Heb 9:22) 

2. Read vs. 15-28. How does God tell them to sprinkle the first ram and burn it as a burnt offering to the Lord? (15-18)  What does a burnt offering signify? Where should they put the blood of the 2nd ram? (20,21) What is the significance of it?   How should Moses to prepare a wave offering and burn them? (22-24,25)

3. Read vs. 29-46. How should Aaron and his sons eat the ordination ram? (27,31-34)  What are the daily sacrifice and offering during the seven-day ordination? (36,38,40-41)  Why does God want them to consecrate the Tent of Meeting, the altar and Aaron and his sons? (44,45)  How does God dwell among sinners? (Jn 1:14;14:23, Rev 21:3)

4. Read vs. 30:1-16. How does God tell them to make an altar of incense? (1-5)  Where should it be placed? (6)  How should Aaron burn incense? (7,8)  What does the burning incense signify? (Rev 8:3)  How does God tell the Israelites to pay the atonement money (ransom)? (11-16)  

5. Read vs. 17-38. What is the significance of washing hands and feet? (20,21, Jn13:10; 17:17)  How does God tell Moses to make an anointing oil and use it? (22-30)  What is its significance?  How should they make incense? (34-36)
