What A Great Sin They Have Committed

Exodus 31-32

Key vs. 32:31-32 “So Moses went back to the LORD and said, "Oh, what a great sin these people have committed! They have made themselves gods of gold. But now, please forgive their sin-but if not, then blot me out of the book you have written." 


1. Read vs. 31:1-18. How does God provide the people with spiritual gifts to make all necessary things? (1-6, see 1Cor 12:7-11)   Why does God tell the Israelites to observe the Sabbath? (13,17) What does God give to Moses when he has finished speaking with him? (18)

2. Read vs. 32:1-10. Why do the people press Aaron to make gods? (1, 24:18)  How does Aaron make an idol in the shape of a calf and help them to worship the idol? (2-6)  How does God’s anger burn against them? (9,10) 

3. Read vs. 11-14.  How does Moses seek the favor of God?  What are the reasons Moses lists against bringing the disaster on his people? (11,12,13)  How does God listen to Moses’ intercessory prayer? (14)

4. Read vs. 15-29. How does Moses express his anger toward the people who have been worshiping the idol? (19,20)  How does Aaron make excuse for leading them into such great sin? (22-24)  How does Moses cleanse the rebellious sinners? (25-28)  How do the Levites rally to Moses in this crisis? (26,29) 

5. Read vs. 30-35. How does Moses confess their sin and seek God’s forgiveness? (31,32)  What can we learn about Moses’ shepherd heart for his people? (see Rom 9:1,2)  How does God answer his intercessory prayer? (33-35). Think about how Jesus intercedes for us. (Lk 23:34, Rom 8:34)
