Teach Me Your Ways So I May Know You

Exodus 33-34

Key vs. 33:13 “If you are pleased with me, teach me your ways so I may know you and continue to find favor with you. Remember that this nation is your people." 

1. Read vs. 33:1-11. How does God say that he would keep his promise to the forefathers? (1-3)  Why does God not want to go with them? (3)  What is the difference?  How does Moses intercede for his stiff-necked people at the tent of meeting? (7,11)  How does God display his presence while Moses prays? (9,10)

2. Read vs. 12-23. What are the earnest prayer topics of Moses? (12,13)  How does God answer his request? (14) What attitude of Moses pleases God so much? (13)  Why is it so important that God goes with his people? (16)  How does God promise to show his glory? (19,21-23) How does it show God’s holiness and mercy?

3. Read vs. 34:1-10. How does God restore the broken tablets of the Ten Commandments? (1,2)  How does God proclaim his name (Yahweh)? (5)  What are the characters of the Lord? (6-7) How does God display his characters in dealing with his people?  How does Moses pray and how does God answer? (9,10)

4. Read vs. 11-26. What does God command his people to do? (11,13,14) Why should they not make a treaty with those who live in the land? (12,16)  What are the significances of the three feasts that the Israelites must celebrate? (18,22,23) What else should they keep? (19,20,21,25)

5. Read vs. 27-35.  How long does Moses stay with the Lord? (28) How is his face when he comes down? (29,30)  Why does Moses put a veil over his face? (35)  How do we reflect the glory of the Lord? (2Cor 3:7-11)
