The Glory Of The Lord Filled The Tabernacle
Exodus 35-40 

[Read chp. 35; 36:1-7; 38:21-31;39:32-33,42-43; chp. 40]

Key vs. 40:34 “Then the cloud covered the Tent of Meeting, and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle.”

1. Read vs. 35:1-29.  After renewal of the covenant, what does God tell the whole community to do? (1)  Why is keeping the Sabbath so important as a covenant people?  How does God tell them to offer and make the tabernacle? (4-5,10)  How do people respond to God’s instructions? (20-22,26,29)  Why is our willingness pleasing to God? (2Cor 8:12)

2. Read vs. 35:30-36:7  Who does God choose and how does he equip them to do the work? (30-31)  Who else volunteer to help them? (2)  How much offerings were brought to the Lord? (3-6,  see also 38:21-31) 

3. Read vs. 39:32-43. When all the work on the tabernacle was completed, what does Moses do?  Why is it so important to do “as the Lord has commanded?”  How long did it take to complete the work? (19:1, 24:18,34:28,40:2)

4. Read vs. 40:1-33. How does God instruct Moses to set up the tabernacle? (1-16)  Draw the diagram and indicate the location of each furnishing in the tabernacle [the ark of the testimony, table, lampstand, altar of incense and the curtains (3-5),  the altar of burnt offering, basin, court yard and the curtains(6-8)]. How does Moses obey God? (17-33)

5. Read vs. 34-38. How does God bless them? (34) What does it mean that the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle? What does it show about God’s ultimate desire?
How does God fulfill his desire? (Jn1:14, 14:23, Rev 21:3)
