2. Read vs. 2:6-22. How about their current spiritual condition? (6-9)  In that day of dreadful judgment, what will the people do? (10,19,20,21)  Who will be the object of God’s judgment? (12-18). 

3. Read vs. 3:1-15. How will God judge the leaders of Judah and Jerusalem? (1-4)  Who will govern people and how will people suffer? (4-7,12)  What are the reasons for such disaster and who are responsible for? (8,9,12-15)  

4. Read vs. 3:16-4:1. How do women of Zion live in such time? (16-23)  How will God judge them? (17-24)  What will happen to their husbands and they will be disgraced? (25,26, 4:1)  How should women live before God?

5. Read vs. 4:2-6. In that day who will be the beautiful and glorious Branch of the Lord? (2)  Who will be called holy and why? (3,4)  How will the Lord cleanse them? (4b)  How will the Lord provide a shelter and a refuge and hiding place for his people? (5,6)
