Isaiah 5-6

Woes to the Vineyard and the Promise of the Holy Seed

1. Read vs. 5:1-7.  In the song, how does God describe his care and hope for the Israel? (1,2)  Think about his relationship with his people in history.  How does Israel disappoint God? (4,7)  What is the final decision of God? (5,6) 

2. Read vs. 8-30. How do people pursue material greed and pleasure-seeking life to disappoint God? (8-10,11-12). How does God describe the consequences of their sins? (13-17)  How do people mock God and live deceitfully? (18-19, 20, 21, 22-23)  How does God describe his burning anger  and invading army against them? (24-30)

3. Read vs. 6:1-7.  What vision does Isaiah see? (1) How do the seraphs behave and what do they say about the Lord Almighty? (2,3)  Think about the spiritual condition of Israel and God’s presence.  How does Isaiah feel about his spiritual condition before the holy God? (5)  How does God atone for his sin? (7) 

4. Read vs. 8-13.  How does God commission Isaiah to preach? (8)  What will be the response of the people to Isaiah’s message and the consequences of their sins? (9-10,11-12)  Why, then, does God send Isaiah to preach? (13)  Who will be the holy seed that will remain like the stump? (see 4:3)
