Key vs. 9:6 “For to us a child is born, to us a son is given, and the government will be on his shoulders. 
And he will be called Wonderful Counselor, Mighty God, Everlasting Father, Prince of Peace.” 

1. Read vs. 9:1-7.  What is the spiritual condition of Israel? (1, see 8:22)  How will God honor the land of darkness? (2) What does a great light signify? (See Mt 4:15-16)  What fruits will the dawning light bring to his people? (3,4,5) Think about the meanings of Jesus’ nicknames (6) How will Jesus rule his kingdom? (7)

2. Read vs. 9:8-21.  How will the Lord bring his anger against arrogant Israel? (9-12) What are the sins of political and religious leaders that invite the Lord’s anger? (13-15) When God brings his wrath upon Israel, what would happen to the land? (19-21)  

3. Read vs. 10:1-4. What would happen to the lawmakers who make unjust laws and oppress the helpless? (1-4) Why is the Lord’s anger not satisfied despite all these punishment? (4b) What is the real hope of his people? (see 9:6)

4. Read vs. 5-14.  How does God use the Assyrian as the rod of his anger? (5,6) How does the Assyrian think of Jerusalem invasion? (10,11, see 36:1-10)  How would God deal with the willful pride of the Assyrian? (12,13, 15,16-17, see 37:36-38) 

5. Read vs. 20-34. What are the characteristics of the remnant of God? (20,21) How does God comfort the remnant? (24,25, 27)  How will God protect his remnant from the advancing Assyrian army? (28-32, 33-34)
