Key vs. 14:25  “I will crush the Assyrian in my land;  on my mountains I will trample him down. His yoke will be taken from my people, and his burden removed from their shoulders."

1. Read vs. 13:1-13. How would God muster his army for war against Babylon? (1-5)  How would pain and anguish grip the wicked?(6-9)  How would the havens and the earth respond to the wrath of God? (10-13)  

2. Read vs. 14-22. How terribly would the wrath of God  be executed? (14-18) What would be the final fate of Babylon? (19-22)  What does the Babylon represent? (Rev 18:2,3) 

3. Read vs. 14:1-3.  In the midst of terrible destruction, how does God comfort his people? (1)  What does it mean that aliens will join the house of Jacob? When will the Lord give them relief from suffering, turmoil and cruel bondage? (3)  

4. Read vs. 4-23. How will the king of Babylon be taunted against by others? (4-11)  How does he express his utter pride? (13,14) In what sense does he symbolize the Satan? (Gn 3)  How would he be cast down to the pit? (19, Rev 18) 

5. Read vs. 24-32. How does God swear to accomplish his purpose? (24)  What do the king of Babylon and Assyria represent? (25,26)  How would God set his people free? (Gn 3:15)
