The Portion of Those Who Loot God’s People

Isaiah 15-17

Key vs. 17:14 “In the evening, sudden terror! Before the morning, they are gone! This is the portion of those who loot us, the lot of those who plunder us.”
1. Read vs. 15:1-9. How would the Moabites wail for their ruins? (1-5)  How seriously were their lands devastated? (6,9)  How extensive were their laments? (10)

2. Read vs. 16:1-5. What did the prophet advise the Moabites to do out of his compassion? (1-4, 2Kings 3:4, 1Kings 18:4)  What did he tell them about the immediate future of Israel? (4,5, 2Kings 18:5-7)

3. Read vs. 6-14. What was the cause of the Moabites’ destruction? (6)  In what did they take pride? (9,10)  When would God lead them to ruins? (14)  What does God’s dealing with Moab teach us?

4. Read vs. 17:1-8. Why did God  prophesy about the ruin of Damascus along with that of Ephraim? (1,3, 7:1)  How would the glory of Israel fade when God judged them? (4,6)  Who will be the remnants? (6,7) 

5. Read vs. 9-14. How would their strong cities become desolated by the raging of many nations (Assyrian army)? (9,12)  Why would they experience such devastation? (10,11)  But what would happen to those who looted Israel? (14, 37:36)
