Isaiah 18-20

Key vs. 19:23 “In that day there will be a highway from Egypt to Assyria. The Assyrians will go to Egypt and the Egyptians to Assyria. The Egyptians and Assyrians will worship together.”

1. Read vs. 18:1-7.  Who are the Cushites? (1,2)  What is the message of the Lord against them? (4-6)   How would they acknowledge the Lord Almighty? (7)

2. Read vs. 19:1-10.  How will God hand the Egyptians over to the Assyrians? (2,4)  How would the Egyptians react to their demise? (1,3)  How would the Egyptians suffer from natural disaster? (5-10)

3. Read vs. 11-17.  How would the officials respond to the staggering troubles? (11,14)  Why do they act so foolishly? (14) Who is the source of wisdom? ( see Gen 41:39)  How are the Egyptians terrified? 

4. Read vs. 18-25.  How do they acknowledge the Lord Almighty in such times of troubles? (18, 19)  When they cry out to the Lord, how would God help them? (21,22)  What does it mean that there will be a high way from Egypt to Assyria? (23)  When will it happen that these two enemies will worship the Lord together?

5. Read vs. 20:1-6. How long does Isaiah walk stripped and barefoot? (2,3)  Why does God tell him to live in such shameful way? (4, 30:2-3)  Whom should we trust in times of troubles?  How does God train his people to depend on him alone? (see Ex 14:13)
