2. Read vs. 22:1-14.  How would Jerusalem be destroyed without fighting? (2,3 see 36:1) How were their defenses stripped away though they had prepared for the war? (7-11)  What was their biggest folly? (11b)  How did they respond to God’s call to repentance? (12,13) 

3. Read vs. 15-25.  Who was Shebna and how did he represent the unfaithful leaders? (3,13,15,16,18)  How did God depose him and establish Eliakim firmly to a seat of honor? (21-24) How does he point to the Lord Jesus? (see Rev 3:7) 

4. Read vs. 23:1-18.  What was Tyre famous for? (1,3) Why would God destroy her? (9)  How would God restore her after 70 years of captivity? (15,17)  How would she show her repentance? (18)
