Key vs. 25:6 “On this mountain the LORD Almighty will prepare a feast of rich food for all peoples, a banquet of aged wine— the best of meats and the finest of wines.” 

1. Read vs. 24:1-16a.  How would the earth be completely laid waste? (2,3 , see Rev 16:2-4) What is the cause of this calamity? (5,6)  How could the believers shout for joy? (14-16)   

2. Read vs. 16b-23. In that day what would happen to the foundations of the earth and the heavenly bodies? (18c,19,20, see Rev 16:8,9)  How would the people face such terror? (17-20, see Luke 21:25,26)  How would God punish his enemies? (21-22) 

3. Read vs. 25:1-12.  In the midst of calamity, how would the Lord protect his people? (4,5) How would the Lord prepare a feast and comfort his people? (6-8, see Rev 19:6-9, 21:1-4)  Who can participate in this feast? (9)  

4. Read vs. 26:1-21. Who can enter the strong city of God in that day? (2,3,4)  How should we wait for that day? (8,9)  How do the worldly people respond to the God’s grace given to them? (10,11)  How can we endure the day of tribulation? (17-20)  What is our ultimate hope? (19)
