Because They Have Not Listened To My Words

Jeremiah 5-6

Key vs. 6:19 “Hear, O earth: I am bringing disaster on this people, the fruit of their schemes, because they have not listened to my words and have rejected my law.”

1. Read vs. 5:1-11.  How much does God want to save Jerusalem? (Gen 18:24, 1Tim 4:2)   Instead what does he find about their spiritual condition? (3,5,7,11)  Why do they not feel pain despite God’s warning? What does it mean that they had broken off the yoke?  How do they reflect their spiritual harlotry in their immoral life style?

2. Read vs. 12-19. How do they lie about God? (12,13)  How would God punish their brazen lies? (14,15,17,19)  Why does God repeat that he would not destroy them completely? (18,10) Who would be saved in the midst of disater?  What is the primary reason that they would be taken captive to a foreign land? (19)

3. Read vs. 20-31.  How does God reveal himslef as the creator and provider for them? How do they respond to God senselessly? (23, 26-28)  What is the most shocking thing to God? (30,31) How do they lie and rule by human authority? (6:13) Are there any modern equivalent? 

4. Read vs. 6:1-15. How does God warn the people of imminent invasion? (1,4,6)  How sickening is the condition of Jerusalem? (7)  Why do the leaders lie shamelessly? (14,15) How would God pour out his wrath upon the people? (11) 

5. Read vs. 16-30.  How does God counsel such wicked people? (16,17)  Why do they not listen to God? (10)  How would God deal with them? (19,22,29,30)  Why does God refine his people?  Why would God reject the wicked in the end?
