2. Read vs. 7-16.  How has God decided to lay waste the towns of Judah? (7,10,11)  What is the core of their sins that bring such disaster upon themselves? (13,14)  How would God punish them when they have forsaken him? (15,16, Deut6:10-12)

3. Read vs. 17-26.  Why does God ask them to send for the professional mourners? (17-19)  How terribly would death devastate the nation? (21,22)  How has God exercised his kindness and justice in warning them?  How did they respond to God’s patient warning? (25,26)

4. Read vs. 10:1-16.  How do the pagans make idols? (3,4, Ex20:4)  How senseless and foolsih is it to worship man-made idols? (5,9) Who is the true living God? (10,12)  How does he demonstrate his power and his care? (13,16) 

5. Read vs. 17-25.  How does God warn them of impending exile? (17,18, Eze12:3-6)  How does Jeremiah feel the pain of the city destroyed?  (19,20)  How does he plead with God? (23-25)
