Jeremiah 11-12

Key vs. 11:3 “Tell them that this is what the LORD, the God of Israel, says: 'Cursed is the man who does not obey the terms of this covenant”
1. Read vs. 11:1-10.  What were the terms of the covenant God made with their forefathers? (1-5)  What blessing and curse did he promise to them? (see Dt28) How have they broken the covenant with God? (8,10)  

2. Read vs. 11-17.  What curse do they bring upon themselves? (11)  What do they do in the temple in vain when their idols cannot help them? (12,15) How has God decided to judge them? (14,16) 

3. Read vs. 18-23. How do the people of his hometown plot to kill Jeremiah? (18,19,21)  How does he pray and commit his cause to the Lord? (20) How does God answer his plea? (22,23)

4. Read vs. 12:1-13. What does Jeremiah complain to God? (1,2) How do the wicked compromise and seem to prosper? (2,4c, Mt15:8)  How does the land suffer due to their sins? (4)  How does God encourage Jeremiah? (5,6) How would God bring justice to the wicked? (7,11,12,13) 

5. Read vs. 14-17. How would God deal with the wicked nations who seize the inheritance of  his people? (14, 25:12-14)  How would God restore his people from captivity? (31:8)  What does God promise to all nations if they learn the ways of God? (16, Is49:6)
