Jeremiah 13-15

Key vs. 13:13 “then tell them, 'This is what the LORD says: I am going to fill with drunkenness all who live in this land, including the kings who sit on David's throne, the priests, the prophets and all those living in Jerusalem.”

1. Read vs. 13:1-11.  Why did God tell Jeremiah to buy a linen belt and hide it in a crevice in the rocks? (1,4)  What happened to the linen belt? (6,7)  What does the linen belt symbolize? (9,11)  Why has the pride of Judah become useless? (10,27)

2. Read vs. 12-27.  How did God decide to judge the stubborn Judah? (13,14)  What does it mean to fill all with the drunkeness from the least to the greatest? (Rev14:10)  How would he execute his wrath upon them and expose them to shame? (17,20,21,22,26)  

3. Read vs. 14:1-12. How did Judah suffer due to their sins? (2-6)  How did Jeremiah plead for mercy? (7-9)  How does God answer his plea? (11,12)  How would God carry out his final decision?

4. Read vs. 13-18. How did the false prophets lie against God’s warning? (13)  Why did they lie? (14, 2The2:9-11)  How would God punish them? (15,16)  How does God express his deep sorrow? (17,18) 

5. Read vs. 14:19-15:9.  How does Jeremiah plead with God again? (19-22) How does God reject the sinful nation? (15:1,2)  How would God destroy them? (3,6,9,14) What is the sin of no return? (4, 2Kings21:6) 

6. Read vs. 10-21.  How did the whole land curse Jeremiah? (10)  How does Jeremiah accept God’s words and live before the Lord? (16,17)  How does God promise to defend him? (11,20,21)
