I Have Withdrawn My Blessing
Jeremiah 16-17

Key vs. 16:5  “For this is what the LORD says: ‘Do not enter a house where there is a funeral meal; do not go to mourn or show sympathy, because I have withdrawn my blessing, my love and my pity from this people,’ declares the LORD.”

1. Read vs. 16:1-9.  Why does God say to Jeremiah not to marry ? (1,4)  What terrible things will happen to the people?  Why does God tell him not to go to the funeral or wedding places? (5-8) What does it signify that the Lord has withdrawn his blessing from them? 

2. Read vs. 10-18. How would the people respond brazenly to Jeremiah’s warning? (10)  Why does God decree such a great disaster against them? (12,13)  How did they forsake God and follow their evil hearts? (18, Ro2:5)  How will God hunt them down and repay them for their wickedness? (16,17)

3. Read vs. 16:19-17:4.  Where does Jeremiah (and the remnants) take refuge in time of distress? (19,15)  How does God express the stubbornness of their evil hearts? (1)  How does God threaten to give away their inheritance? (3,4) 

4. Read vs. 5-18.  How does God contrast those who trust in the Lord and those who trust in man? (5-8)  How do they differ in fruit-bearing? How can we practically put trust in the Lord? (7, Ps1:2)  How does a man act deceitfully like a patridge? (9-11)  How does Jeremiah look to the throne of God in prayer? (12-18)

5. Read vs. 19-27.  Where does God send Jeremiah? (19)  What is the message given him to proclaim? (21,22)  What did their forefathers do instead of keeping the Sabbath day holy? (23)   What does God promise if they obey him? (24-26)  How does God threaten to destroy them otherwise? (27)
