3. Read vs. 18-23. How do they plot to shoot down the messenger of God? (18,22)  Why do they not pay attention to Jeremiah’s message?  How do they repay good with evil?  How does Jeremiah plead with God? (23)

4. Read vs. 19:1-9. What does God instruct Jeremiah to do? (1,2)  What is the message given him to proclaim? (3)  What have they done that deserve such  disater? (4,5)  How will God make the place the valley of Slaughter? (6-9)  What horrible thing will they do during the siege? (9)

5. Read vs. 10-15. How does God ask Jeremiah to demonstrate his intention? (10,11)  What does it signify about the future of the nation and his people? (12,13)  How does Jeremiah repeat God’s warning at the temple court? (14,15)
