1. Read vs. 22:1-9. What does God tell the kings of Judah to do? (3)  What does God promise to do if they do what is just and show compassion toward the needy? (4)  How does God threaten to destroy them if they do not obey him? (5-7)  What is the root cause of their ruin? (Dt29:25-28)
2. Read vs. 10-30.  What does God tell about the fate of the kings of Judah? (11,18,24)  What would happen to Shallum(Johoahz)? (10-13, 2Ki23:31-35)  What would Johoiakim do despite the national crisis? (13,14,17;2Ki24)  How would he die in shame? (18,19)  What about the fate of Jehoiachin? (25,26)
3. Read vs. 23:1-8. While the leaders of Judah abandon their sheep, what does God promise to do? (3,4,8)  Who does God anticipate to send as the true shepherd? (5,6)  What does it mean that Jesus is called a righteous Branch? How would he take care of his flock?  
4. Read vs. 9-24. How do the prophets and priests follow an evil course? (10,11,13,14)   How do they falsely prophesy and plant false hopes? (16,17) How would God  punish them? (15,19)    
5. Read vs. 25-40.  How do the false prophets lie? (25,27)  What does it mean by the delusions of their own minds? (26,2The2:11)  How do they stubbornly claim that they have received the oracle from the Lord? (38) How would God destroy them? (39,40)  Why must we speak the word of God faithfully? (28)
