A Sword Upon All Nations

Jeremiah 24-25

Key vs 25:29  “See, I am beginning to bring disaster on the city that bears my Name, and will you indeed go unpunished? You will not go unpunished, for I am calling down a sword upon all who live on the earth, declares the LORD Almighty.”
1. Read vs. 24:1-10.  What is the background of the prophecy of the two figs? (1, 2King24:13-14)  What kinds of two figs are placed in front of the temple? (2,3)  Who does God regard as the good figs? (5)  How will God make them to be good figs? (6,7) Who does God regard as the bad figs and treat them as such? (8-10, 2Ch36:11-14)
2. Read vs. 25:1-11. How long has Jeremiah proclaim the word of God to Judah? (3)  How did they respond to the message of God? (7)  How would God destroy them completely? (9)  How long would they become desolate? (11, 2Ch36:21)

3. Read vs. 12-14.  How would God punish the king of Babylon for their own sins? (12, chp 50-51)  What does it show about God’s justice? How does God use the nations as instruments of his wrath? 

4. Read vs. 15-27.  What does God tell Jeremiah to do? (15)  List the nations on whom God pours out the wine of his wrath. (18-26,51:7)  Who are the first and  who are the last to drink the cup of God’s wrath? (18,26, Rev18) 

5. Read vs. 28-38.  How does God demonstrate his justice by bringing disaster upon Jerusalem first? (29)  How would God judge all nations? (31-33)  How would the people weep and mourn God’s fierce judgment? (34,35)  What does it show about the final judgment on all people? (1Pet4:17-18)
