Why Do You Prophesy Against This City?

Jeremiah 26-27

Key vs. 26:9 “’Why do you prophesy in the LORD's name that this house will be like Shiloh and this city will be desolate and deserted?’ And all the people crowded around Jeremiah in the house of the LORD.”

1. Read vs. 26:1-9. What does God tell Jeremiah to proclaim in the house of the Lord? (4-6)  Why has God sent his servants again and again even though they have not listened to him? (3,5, 1Tim2:4)  How do the priests and the prophets respond to God’s warning? (8)  What is the main reason that they threaten Jeremiah to death? (9, 1Sam4:18-22,1Pet4:17)  
2. Read vs. 10-15. How do the officials of Judah open the trial against Jeremiah? (10)  What is the charge the religious leaders bring against Jeremiah? (11)  How does Jeremiah articulate his defense? (12-15) What is the point of his defense? 
3. Read vs. 16-24. How do the officials of Judah conclude this case? (16) Why?  How do some of the elders concur with the officials by citing Hezekiah’s example? (18-19)  On the other hand, how did the king Johoiakim have the prophet Uriah killed? (20-23)  How does God protect Jeremiah’s life? (24)
4. Read vs. 27:1-11.  How does God tell Jeremiah to send his message to the kings of the neighboring countries?  What is the content of God’s message to them? (6,7)  How would God punish the nations who do not obey him? (8)  How would God treat the obedient nations? (11)  

5. Read vs. 12-22.  How does Jeremiah give the same message to the king Zedekiah? (12)  How do the false prophets make it difficult for him to obey God’s command? (14,15,2The2:9-12)  How does God warn him against the false prophets? (16,17,22)  What were his choice and its consequence? (2Ch36:15-19)
