You Have Preached Rebellion Against God
Jeremiah 28-29

Key vs. 28:15-16 “Then the prophet Jeremiah said to Hananiah the prophet, ‘Listen, Hananiah! The LORD has not sent you, yet you have persuaded this nation to trust in lies. Therefore, this is what the LORD says: 'I am about to remove you from the face of the earth. This very year you are going to die, because you have preached rebellion against the LORD.' "
1. Read vs. 28:1-11.  How does Hananiah challenge the prophet Jeremiah in the house of the Lord? (1)  What does he prophesy falsely? (2-4)  How does Jeremiah respond to his lies? (6-9)  How does Hananiah demonstrate that his prophecy came from God? (10)  How does Satan lead the people to confusion? (2The2:9-11)
2. Read vs. 12-17.  How does God help Jeremiah when he seeks Him quietly? (12)  What is God’s clear message? (13-14)  How has Hananiah preached rebellion against the Lord? (15,16,27:12-14)  How could he persuade the nation to trust in lies? (2Tim4:3,4)  How does God deal with him? How can we overcome Satan’s lies?
3. Read vs. 29:1-9.  How does Jeremiah teach God’s word to the exiles? (1)  When did they go into exiles? (2,2Ch36:10) What is the message of God for them? (5-7)  Why does God tell them to settle down there? (10)  How does God warn them against false prophets? (8,9) 
4. Read vs. 10-23. How does God further reveal his plan for them? (10)  How will God fulfill his plan for them? (12,13)  What is the purpose for sending them into exile?   Why does God tell them about the fate of those who did not go into exile? (16-18)  How does God deal with the false prophets who incite rebellion among the exiles? (21,22)
5. Read vs. 24-32. How did Shemaiah respond to Jeremiah’s message to the exiles? (26,27)  How did he receive Jeremiah’s message and what did he demand Zephaniah in Jerusalem to do toward God’s prophets? How does God view his sin and deal with him? (32)
