3. Read vs. 30:23-31:14.  How would they understand the purpose of God’s fierce anger? (23,24)  How would they return from exiles? (8,9)  What does it show about their changed attitudes (God intended to accomplish through exiles)? 
4. Read vs.15-30.  How do they experience the horrible sorrow now? (15) How does God comfort them? (16)  How would they repent through God’s discipline? (19,20)  How would God watch over them and plant them in their home land? (23,24,27,28,30)  How does Jeremiah feel about God’s plan? (26) 
5. Read vs. 31-40. Why does God promise to make a new covenant with them? (31,32)  How would a new covenant be different from the old covenant? (33,34)  What does it mean that God’s law will be written on their hearts? (2Co3:3)  How is the new covenant possible? (Lk22:20,Mt26:28)  How does God declare the permanency of his people and his kingdom? (35-40)
