Jeremiah 32-33

Key vs. 32:44 “Fields will be bought for silver, and deeds will be signed, sealed and witnessed in the territory of Benjamin, in the villages around Jerusalem, in the towns of Judah and in the towns of the hill country, of the western foothills and of the Negev, because I will restore their fortunes, declares the LORD."
1. Read vs. 32:1-5. When is the time that this prophecy is given to Jeremiah? (1) What is the calamity Judah is facing now? (2)  Why has the king confined Jeremiah in the royal courtyard? (3)  What has Jeremiah proclaimed against Judah and the king? (3-5)  What is God’s will for them in this critical time? (27:12) 
2. Read vs. 6-25.  How does God prepare Jeremiah to purchase his uncle’s field against common sense? (7,8)  How does Jeremiah obey God and seal the deed? (9,10,14)  What hope does God want to plant through this exercise? (15) How does Jeremiah pray? (16-25) 
3. Read vs. 26-44.  How does God answer Jeremiah’s prayer? (28,29)  What sin has they committed to bring such disasters upon themselves? (34,35) How has God disciplined them in vain thus far? (33)  What does God promise to do for them in the future? (37,38,39,40,41) When does God anticipate to fulfill his promise? How does the ‘buying the field’ confirm this hope? (43,44) 
4. Read vs. 33:1-13. How does God want to share great and un-searchable thing with Jeremiah? (3)  How does God confirm their terrible disaster despite their heroic fight? (4,5)  What is God’s healing plan for them? (6,7-9,13)  How would God forgive all their sins and provide the prosperity and peace for them? (8) 
5. Read vs. 14-26. Through whom will God fulfill his gracious promise? (15,16)  How does God’s promise show that Jesus is an everlasting king and priest? (17,18)  How does God confirm his promise as unbreakable? (20-21,25-26)  How does God expect to make his people as countless as the stars of the sky through Jesus? (24)
