Jeremiah 34-35

Key vs. 35:14 “ 'Jonadab son of Recab ordered his sons not to drink wine and this command has been kept. To this day they do not drink wine, because they obey their forefather's command. But I have spoken to you again and again, yet you have not obeyed me.”
1. Read vs. 34:1-7  While the king of Babylon was invading Jerusalem and the surrounding towns, what message of God comes to Jeremiah concerning the city? (2)  How about concerning the king? (3)  How does God assure the king that he would die in peace? (5) 

2. Read vs. 8-16.  What covenant does the king make with all the people? (8,9)  Why do they make such covenant? (14,Ex21:2)  Why do they change their minds and take back the slaves? (11, 37:5)  How does God view their behavior? (15,16)  How serious is it to break one’s vow?  (Jos9:16,19; Judg11:30-34)
3. Read vs. 17-22. How does God promise to punish those covenant-breakers? (17)  How would God treat them according to their covenant ceremony? (18,19)  How would God punish the king and his officials by bringing the Babylonian army back? (21,22)
4. Read vs. 35:1-11. What does God tell Jeremiah to do with the Racabite family? (2)  Why do they not drink wine set before them? (6)  What did their forefather command them to do? (7) How have they obeyed everything their forefather commanded them? (8-10) 
5. Read vs. 12-19.  What lesson does God want his people to learn from the Racabite family? (13,14) How do his people respond to the word of God? (15)  How would God  promise to bring every disaster upon the disobedient people? (17, Lev26:14ff)  How does God promise to bless the obedient Racabite family? (19)
