Key vs. 36:23 “Whenever Jehudi had read three or four columns of the scroll, the king cut them off with a scribe's knife and threw them into the firepot, until the entire scroll was burned in the fire.”

3. Read vs. 20-32. How does the king Jehoiakim respond as the scroll is read to him? Why does he burn the scroll? (29)  How is his attitude so different from that of his father Josiah? (24, 2Ch34:19-27)  What does God tell Jeremiah to do again? (28)  How does God promise to punish the king who does not fear Him? (30,31)
4. Read vs. 37:1-10. Why does the king Zedekiah ask Jeremiah to pray for him? (3,5)  What miracle does he expect without repenting his sin? (Is37:1-7)  What is the answer from the Lord? (8)  What is God’s warning against their delusion? (9,10) 
5. Read vs. 11-21.  Why do they arrest Jeremiah, beat and imprison him? (12,15)  Why does the king send for Jeremiah again? (17)  How does he tell the truth?  How does Jeremiah petition the king for his release? (20) How does the king protect the prophet? (21)
