(5-8)  How does he attempt to take the people captive to Ammon? (10) How does Johanan rescue them? (12,13)  Why does Johanan want to take them to Egypt? (17,18)

4. Read vs. 42:1-6.  Why do the officers and the people come to Jeremiah? (1) What do they request him? (3)  How does the prophet respond? (4)  How do they express their willingness to obey God’s will? (5,6)
5. Read vs. 7-22. What is the will of God revealed to Jeremiah for them? (10) How does God promise to protect them? (11,12)  How does God warn them if they go down to Egypt in disobedience to his will? (16-18)  How does the prophet warn them? (20)
