Key vs. 44:28 “Those who escape the sword and return to the land of Judah from Egypt will be very few. Then the whole remnant of Judah who came to live in Egypt will know whose word will stand—mine or theirs.”

2. Read vs. 8-13.  What does God ask Jeremiah to do in Egypt? (9)  What is the meaning of the large stones buried in the pavement to the Pharoah’s palace? (10,11)  What would the king of Babylon do to Egypt? (11,12) 
3. Read vs. 44:1-14. How does God teach them a history lesson? (3-6)  How do they still provoke God to anger? (8,10) How does God warn that they would perish in Egypt? (12,13)

4. Read vs. 15-30.  How do they defiantly refuse to listen to the Lord’s warning? (17)  How do they blame God for their starvation? (18)  How doe Jeremiah challenge the obstinate people? (25) 

5. Read vs. 26-45:5. How does God reassure of their destruction? (27) How does God challenge to see whose word would stand? (28)  What would be the sign that they would be destroyed? (30)  How did Baruch suffer pain when he served the Lord as assistant to the prophet? (3, 36:8,19)  How does God comfort him and protect him? (4,5)
