4. Read vs. 49:1-22. How does Ammon steal the land of Israel? (1)  How does she boast of their wealth? (4)  How would God punish them? (2,3)  How would God punish Edom thoroughly? (9,10)  Why does she deserve to be punished? (12)  How do they boast of their fortress? (16)
5. Read vs. 23-39. How would God destroy Damascus? (24,27)  How would God use the king of Babylon to invade the nomads of Kedar and Hazor? (29,31)  How would God scatter Elam? (36)  What does it show about God’s sovereignty that God judges all nations?
