My struggle, confusion and settlement in interpreation
I  began studying Revelation 7 or 8 years ago. The reason I began to study Revelation was because I was perplexed when I read the commentaries on Daniel 9:25-27, so-called Daniel’s 70 weeks:

25 "Know and understand this: From the issuing of the decree [f] to restore and rebuild Jerusalem until the Anointed One, [g] the ruler, comes, there will be seven 'sevens,' and sixty-two 'sevens.' It will be rebuilt with streets and a trench, but in times of trouble. 26 After the sixty-two 'sevens,' the Anointed One will be cut off and will have nothing. [h] The people of the ruler who will come will destroy the city and the sanctuary. The end will come like a flood: War will continue until the end, and desolations have been decreed. 27 He will confirm a covenant with many for one 'seven.' [i] In the middle of the 'seven' [j] he will put an end to sacrifice and offering. And on a wing of the temple he will set up an abomination that causes desolation, until the end that is decreed is poured out on him. [k] " [l]

Vs. 27 says that He willconfirm a covenant for one ‘seven.’ One commentary(pre-milleniel) says that ‘He’ is the Anti-Christ, while another (a-milleniel) says ‘He’ is Christ. I thought one must right and another wrong. Both cannot be right. This led me to search the prophecies and Revelation. Both views differ in interpreting Revelation to an irreconcilible degree. I began to read other prophecies: Isaiah, Jeremiah, Ezekiel, Daniel and the minor prophets. I also read many commentaries on Revelation from both schools to find a clue for right interpretation. I also read books on Bible interpretations and learned about Dispensationalism.
I could understand the views of both schools and why they interpret the Bible the way they interpret. However, I could not conclude which one is right whilethere are so many conflicting interpretations. After 3 or 4 years of studying the prophecies, I almost gave up searching the clues to find a right interpreation. It looked impossible. There is a chasm between the views of two schools like heave and hell. 
Then this thought dawned on me that the conclusion reached by any interpreation must be consistent with the teachings of Jesus. If any conclusion contradicts to the teachings of Jesus, it must be wrong and discarded no matter what interpretation method is employed.
I was awe-struck when I read the details of the pre-milleniel views: Pre-milleniel view advocates the separate raptures for Gentile believers and the Jewish believers, multiple resurrections and separate gospels. Milleniel kingdom is about the earthly messianic kingdom for the Jews. What will they do during the milleniel kingdom? According to its interpreation, the Jews will be a dominant nation, while the Gentiles a second-class citizens. People will offer sacrifice at the temple and celebrate Passover. The Gentiles will be circumcised. It views that Jesus failed to establish the earthly kingdom at first because of the Jews’ rejection of his kindom message. So he delayed during the church age, and then finally fulfilled it in the milleniel kingdom at his second coming. The church age for the Gentiles is a mere parenthesis.
These things are inevitable conclusions when the prophecies in OT and NT are interpreted literally combined with Dispensationalism. What a shocking contradiction to the teachings of Jesus!!!! These teachings are also prevaling in the main-line churches!!!
What led the pre-millenielist to this inconceivalbe conclusion?

Frist, literal interpretation. It is all right to say that “God said what he meant.” However, it is not always right to say that “God said what he meant –literally,” especailly in the prophecies filled with symbols and allegories. It is not always right to say that “God never hid what he meant.” We discover so many meangins hidden in the OT when we look at OT in light of NT. Who would have known that “seed” in Gen3:15 points to Jesus? Who would have guessed that “temple furnishings” are pointing to the many aspects of Christ and his works. NT is replete with the quotes from OT that are fulfilled in Jesus.

Second, Dispensationalism. Its view separates the Jews from Gentiles with a dividing wall rected between them. Jews and Gentiles. Israel and church.  In Romans 9:6-8, God’s word says that  the children of Abraham are the children of promise. God’s children are those who are elected by God and have faith in the promise of God, that is, Jesus Christ, whether they are the Jews or Gentiles. They are spiritual Israel in NT as well in OT.
6It is not as though God's word had failed. For not all who are descended from Israel are Israel. 7Nor because they are his descendants are they all Abraham's children. On the contrary, "It is through Isaac that your offspring will be reckoned."[b] 8In other words, it is not the natural children who are God's children, but it is the children of the promise who are regarded as Abraham's offspring.
Ephesians 3:4-6

4In reading this, then, you will be able to understand my insight into the mystery of Christ, 5which was not made known to men in other generations as it has now been revealed by the Spirit to God's holy apostles and prophets. 6This mystery is that through the gospel the Gentiles are heirs together with Israel, members together of one body, and sharers together in the promise in Christ Jesus.
Ephesians 2:14-16

14For he himself is our peace, who has made the two one and has destroyed the barrier, the dividing wall of hostility, 15by abolishing in his flesh the law with its commandments and regulations. His purpose was to create in himself one new man out of the two, thus making peace, 16and in this one body to reconcile both of them to God through the cross, by which he put to death their hostility.

Romans 1:16-17

16I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes: first for the Jew, then for the Gentile. 17For in the gospel a righteousness from God is revealed, a righteousness that is by faith from first to last,[c] just as it is written: "The righteous will live by faith."[d]
When Jesus died on the cross for our sins, the whole world felt the jolt. The curtain of the temple was rent by the power of God to open the door for the Jews as well as the Gentiles. Therefore we all both Jews and Gentiles stand on the same ground that we are saved by grace and faith alone. No more sacrifice and feasts and circumcision! Jesus is a perfect fulfillment of them. They served in OT to point to the coming messiah Jesus. Hewbrew study will clarify any confusion. Galatians study will say that it is a different gospel if we bring the feast, sacrifice and temple again even in a milleniel kingdom!

This leads us to the conclusion in interpreting Revelation:
1. Read the passages carefully over and over. 
2. Understand the passage in the context, within the chapter, within the book. You will discover the terms, events more clearly.

3. Compare the passage with the other references. Use reference verses. See OT in light of NT.  Revelation borrows many symbols and parables from OT.
