The Seven Bowls (4)


The Return of Christ
Until now, Jesus seems to appear coming again a few times. In chapter 14, he came on a white cloud, harvesting the believers. In this chapter, he comes riding on a white horse to destroy the arch-enemies of God. With him all the redeemed believers come as the army of heaven to destroy the enemies of God and participate in the final judgment of the unbelievers. This is the climax of the return of Christ whom we have waited for so long. 

1. The wedding of the Lamb has come (1-10)

With the backdrop of the fall of Babylon, a great multitude of the redeemed believers shout like a roar of rushing waters. Hallelujah! Salvation and glory and power belong to our God. They praise God for his righteous and true judgment upon the great prostitute. The twenty four elders and four living creatures who have been watching and witnessing the sufferings of the believers join them saying “Amen.”  Again a great multitude of the angels welcome the redeemed with joyful announcement of the wedding of the Lamb. The redeemed are made ready, wearing the fine linen, bright and clean. They are clothed with the glorious resurrection body.  Fine linen stands for their righteous acts. They have struggled to be faithful to the Lord, keeping themselves pure for the bridegroom. They are invited to the wedding supper of the Lamb, the greatest banquet. In the parable of the ten virgins, both wise and foolish virgins are drowsy and fall into sleep, while waiting for the bridegroom to return. In the same way, the great tribulation was so difficult to keep awake, but the true believers maintained their purity and faithfulness. They are invited to the wedding supper of the Lamb. What a great day for them! All sufferings and pain are paid off.
2. King of Kings and Lord of Lords (11-21)

At last heaven standing open and there comes a king of kings and Lord of lords, riding on a white horse. He is called Faithful and True. He is the Lord Jesus who promised to come while ascending to the heaven 2000 years ago. He comes to destroy his enemies of God who caused rebellion and persecuted his people. He comes to make war and judge all unbelievers with justice. He is the word of God who became flesh to dwell with sinners 2000 years ago and shed his blood to save sinners. He is the one exalted and crowned with many crowns to be the king of kings and Lord of lords. He comes to strike down the nations with his sharp sword and tread the wine press of God’s wrath. Praise the Lord. He is coming with the armies of heaven. He is coming with the believers who were raptured to meet the Lord in the air.
With the announcement of the great supper of God, Jesus captured the beast and the false prophets and the kings of the earth and throw them into the fiery lake of burning sulfur. We saw them gathering already at Armageddon in the 6th bowls judgment. We saw already in chapter 13 how fiercely they made war against the believers, slandering them and killing them. They deceived the whole world and led them to worship the devil instead of our true God. With the coming of the Lord, they will be destroyed and thrown into the fiery lake of burning sulfur and tormented day and night for ever and ever.
