The Righteous Will Live By Faith

Romans 1:1-17

Key vs. 1:16 “For in the gospel a righteousness from God is revealed, a righteousness that is by faith from first to last, just as it is written: “The righteous will live by faith.”

1. Read vs. 1. How does Paul introduce himself? (1)  What relationship does he have with Christ Jesus?  What calling does he receive from Christ? 

2. Read vs. 2-4. What is the focal point of the gospel? (3)  When did the gospel begin and how was it promised through the prophets? (2, Gen 3:15)  How was Jesus proved to be the promised messiah? (3,4) 

3. Read vs. 5-7.  How did Paul receive grace and the apostleship? (5)  When he received the grace of forgiveness, how was his life direction changed? (Ac 9:1-15)  How did he describe the believers? (6,7)

4. Read vs. 8-15.  Why was Paul thankful for the believers in Rome? (8)  How did he serve God and pray? (9,10, Ac 19:21)  List the reasons why he longed to visit Rome? (11,13)  Why did he feel the sense of obligation to all people? (14)

5. Read vs. 16-17.  Why was he not ashamed of the gospel? (16)  Why is the gospel the power of God to save every believer? (17)  What does it mean by “righteousness”?  Why do we need a righteousness from God that is in the gospel?  Think about what it means by “The righteous will live by faith.”
