Romans 2:1-29

Key vs. 2:29 “No, a man is a Jew if he is one inwardly; and circumcision is circumcision of the heart, by the Spirit, not by the written code. Such a man's praise is not from men, but from God.”

1. Read vs. 1-6.  Why do people who consider themselves holier than others pass judgment on others? (1)  What are their problems? What should they do before God? (4,5)  What are the principles of divine judgment? (2,6)

2. Read vs. 7-11.  Who will be given eternal life and who will be treated with wrath and anger? (7-8)  What do they “seek” respectively? What are the consequences of every action in this life? (9,10)  What dos it shows about God’s judgment? (11)

3. Read vs. 12-16.  How will God judge the Gentiles as well as the Jews? (12)  How do the Gentiles also violate the law written on their hearts? (14,15)  How will God judge sinners on the final judgment day? (16)   

4. Read vs. 17-24. How did the Jews brag about their special relationship with God? (17)  What status did they enjoy because of the law? (18-20)  How did they break the law and dishonor God? (21-24)  

5. Read vs. 25-29. Why did the Jews circumcise themselves? (Gen 17)  When did circumcision have true value? (25)  How can a man be truly circumcised to obey God’s law? (29)
