A Righteousness From God

Romans 3:1-31

Key vs. 3:23-25a “for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, and are justified freely by his grace through the redemption that came by Christ Jesus. 25God presented him as a sacrifice of atonement, through faith in his blood.”

1. Read vs. 1-8. Why is it an advantage that the Jews were entrusted with the word of God? (2) How does God demonstrate his faithfulness despite the lack of faith among the Jews? (4) 

2. Read vs. 9-20.  How does Paul conclude his discourse? (9,10)  How do men demonstrate our failure of human righteousness? (11-18)  Though there is advantage of having the law, why do we have nothing to argue with God? (19)  What is the role of law in God’s salvation  plan? (20, Gal 3:23,24)

3. Read vs. 21-23.  Where human righteousness fails, what righteousness comes to rescue us? (21)  Think about how the Law and the Prophets (Old Testament) testify to it? (Gn 3:15,21, Ex 12)  How can we receive this righteousness from God? (22) Why is there no difference among the Jews and the Gentiles? (23)

4. Read vs. 24-26. How did Jesus make it possible to bring a righteousness from God to us? (24)  Think about the meanings of “justified”, “redemption” and “atonement.”  How did God demonstrate his justice in Jesus? (25,26)  What does it mean that we are justified freely by his grace?

5. Read vs. 27-31.  Summarize how a sinner can be justified. (28)  Why is there no difference in God’s way of justifying the Jews and the Gentiles?  (30) How does the justification by faith uphold the law? (31)
