Abraham Justified By Faith

Romans 4:1-25

Key vs. 4:3  “What does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was credited to him as righteousness.”
1. Read vs. 1-8.  In what sense is Abraham a good example of justification by faith? (3, Gen 15:6)  How did he earn his credit of “righteousness”? (4,5)   How did David speak of the blessedness of a sinner who was forgiven by faith? (7,8, Ps 32)

2. Read vs. 9-12. When was Abraham justified by faith? (10) When was he circumcised and received a seal of righteousness? (11)  How does it prove that Abraham is the father of both the circumcised (Jews) and the uncircumcised (Gentiles)?

3. Read vs. 13-17.  How did Abraham receive the promise to inherit the land? (13) Why must he receive the promise only by faith, not through law? (15) How does it show that this promise to be an heir is guaranteed to all believers? (16)  Think about God in whom Abraham believed. (17)

4. Read vs. 18-22.  How did Abraham become the father of many nations? (18)  How  was his hopeless situation? (19)  What was the promise of God?  How did he overcome unbelief and become the father of many nations? (21) 

5. Read vs. 23-25. How is justification by faith applied to all believers? (23,24)  Why is  the faith in Jesus’ death and resurrection necessary for our justification? (25)  How was the Old Testament believers justified?
