We Now Stand In The Grace

Romans 5:1-21

Key vs. 5:2 “Through whom we have gained access by faith into this grace in which we now stand. And we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God.” 

1. Read vs. 1-4. What are the fruits we enjoy since the justification through faith? (1,2)  Think about the meanings of “peace with God” and “hope of the glory of God”?  How has our relationship with God changed? What does it mean that we now stand in the grace?  How does it help us rejoice in the sufferings? (3,4) 

2. Read vs. 5-11.  How do we know that hope does not disappoint us? (5) How did God demonstrate his own love for us? (6,8)  How are we assured that we will be saved from God’s wrath? (9,10)

3. Read vs. 12-14. How did sin enter the world and death came to all men? (12) How did death reign in the world through one man’s sin even before the law was given? (13,14)  How is Adam a pattern of the one to come? 

4. Read vs. 15-17. In what sense is the gift not like the trespass?  Compare the results Adam and Jesus brought to all men in each verse (15-17)  How many times are the words, “grace” and “gift” mentioned?  Think about what the grace of Jesus has brought to this world where death reigns.

5. Read vs. 18-21. Summarize the consequences of the one man Adam’s disobedience and Jesus’ obedience (18-19)  How did grace increase all the more where sin increased? (20)  How can we live in grace to have abundant life? (21)
