Count Youselves Dead To Sin But Alive To God

Rom 6:1-23

Key vs. 6:11 “In the same way, count yourselves dead to sin but alive to God in Christ Jesus.”

1. Read vs. 1-4. Why cannot believers go on sinning? (2)  What does it mean that 'we died to sin'?   How does Paul illustrate this? (3,4) When were we baptized (placed) into Christ’s death?  Why?

2. Read vs. 5-10. We are united with Christ in his death and in his resurrection.(5)  What happened to our old self when Christ died on the cross? (6)  As a result, what happened to our relationship with sin? (6b,7)  How does Christ live since his resurrection? (9,10)  

3. Rad vs. 11-13. Based on our identification with Christ, how should we count ourselves? (11) What does it mean by “dead to sin, but alive to God”?  How can we put it into practice? (12,13)  Think about how we can live as the instruments of righteousness (or wickedness). 

4. Read vs. 14-18. What does it mean that 'we are not under law'? (14,15)  How about 'under grace'?  Why should we not offer ourselves to sin? (16) Who should be our master since we are set from sin? (18) What are the retults depending on whom we obey?

5. Read vs. 19-23. What benefits did we reap when we offer ourselves to sin? (19,21) How about when we offer them to God? (19b,22)  What is the wage of sin always? (23)  Think about how we can grow in holiness (or sanctified life)?
