Sin Within My Members

Romans 7:1-25

Key vs. 7:23 "But I see another law at work in the members of my body, waging war against the law of my mind and making me a prisoner of the law of sin at work within my members."

1. Read vs. 1-3. Who does Paul address this chapter? (1) What is the extent of the authority of law? Explain how the woman can be released from the law of marriage (2-3)

2. Read vs. 4-6. How did we die to law (or released from law) and belong to Christ? (4;6:5)  Why is the new relationship with Christ necessary? (5)  How does this relationship bring about the new way we serve him? (6)

3. Read vs. 7-13. How did he come to know his sinfulness? (7,8) How does sin exercise its power in sinful man? (10,11) What did Paul discover about the role and limitation of law? (13) 

4. Read vs. 14-20. What does Paul observe about Christian life as we struggle alone? (15,16) What is the real culprit for this frustration? (17,20) Do we have capacity within us to overcome sin? (14,18-20)

5. Read vs. 21-25. What law (or principle) does he discover working within us? (22,23) Who wins the warfare waging within us? (24) What is the solution provided by God for us? (25,6;8:2)
